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Business Rules


1) When a new survey is created, a response table is also created.  The name of the response table will include the survey ID that correlates to this table.  For example, a survey with SID of 105 would have a response table named Response105.

2) The question table can be many types of questions, not just multiple choice (Increment 2).  They can also be types such as yes/no (Increment 1), deviance (Increment 2), multiple answer (Increment 3), and short answer (Increment 3).
3) For Increment 2, we will track who has taken each survey through the Taken table.  This will prevent the same user from retaking the survey by tracking the login ID.  The survey can only be taken if the user is logged into the system.

4) For Increment 3, we will include the option to track how a specific user answers a question or set of questions.  This would be an additional field in the Response table.
