2.1.1 Meaningful Set of Questions

Input: A creator will create questions that are meaningful to the survey

Description: A survey will have a meaningful set of questions

Expected Output: A survey will be have questions that are meaningful

2.1.2 Number of Questions 

Input: A survey creator will create will create any number of questions creator 

desires.

Description: A survey will be able to contain any number of questions

Expected Output: A survey will be able to have any number of questions

2.1.3 Question Types Surveys Contain

Input: Survey creator will create survey with various question types allowed by 

the system

Description: A survey shall be able to contain any permutation of question types 

that are allowed by the system.

Expected Output: A survey will be able to have any question types supported by 

system

2.2.1 Question Type: Yes/No

Input: Survey creator will create survey with yes/no or true/false answers

Description: The system shall allow a creator to add a Yes/No question to a 

survey for which an End User can respond to the question with a Yes/No or True/False answer
Expected Output: A survey will be able to have both yes/no and/or true/false 

responses depending on desire of survey creator

2.2.2 Question Type: Multiple Choice Single Answer

Input: Survey creator will create survey with a single multiple choice answer

Description: The system shall allow a creator to add a multiple choice question to a survey for which the creator can define the question and a various number of options for answers. The End User shall be able to view the question and choose one of the options for their response.  

      
Expected Output: A survey will be able to have multiple choice answers for 

response

2.2.3 Question Type: Scale Rating

Input: Survey creator will create survey with a single response on the scale

Description: The system shall allow a creator to add a question to a survey for which the End Use shall be able to choose a response on a scale of one to seven

Expected Output: A survey will be able to have a scale ranging from one to seven 

as a response

2.2.4 Question Type: Multiple Choice Multiple Answer

Input: Survey creator will create survey with ability for one or more responses to be chosen by the user

Description: The system shall allow a creator to add a question to a survey for which the creator can define the question and a various number of options for answers. The End User shall be able to view the question and choose any number of the options for their response.  

Expected Output: A survey will be able to have multiple answers be chosen in one question

SRS Requirements Tested: 2.2.2.5(Question Type: Multiple Choice Multiple Answer)

2.3.1 Question Analysis: Yes/No

Input: After taking survey user will try to see at present results of yes/no and/or true/false responses

Description: The system shall count all responses to the Yes/No question and display the percentage and number of End Users who responded Yes (True) or No (False) as well as the total number of question responses to the Results Interface

Expected Output: User will be able to view at present results of yes/no and/or 

true/false responses

2.3.2 Question Analysis: Multiple Choice Single and Multiple Answer

Input: After taking survey user will try to see at present results of single multiple 

choice and/or multiple answer responses.

Description: The system shall count all responses to the multiple choice question and display the number of responses for each answer option as well as the total responses and the percentage of each answer option as it relates to the total responses to the Results Interface.

Expected Output: User will be able to view at present results of single multiple 

choice and/or multiple answer responses.

2.3.3 Question Analysis: Scale Rating

Input: After taking survey user will try to see at present results of numeric scale 

responses

Description: The System shall sum the total number of responses and the number of responses for each of the answer options (1-7), and display those sums as well as the percentage of each answer option as it relates to the total number of responses to the Results Interface.

Expected Output: User will be able to view at present results of numeric scale 

responses

2.4.1 Anonymous Response Tracking

Input: There is no viewing of what user takes which particular survey

Description: The System shall not track End-User responses to a particular End User. All End User responses shall be anonymous unless the End-User’s permission is given to track their responses.

Expected Output: A survey’s results cannot be tracked back to an individual’s 

responses.

2.4.2 Tracking Survey Usage: Preventing User from Duplicating Entries

Input: A user will try and retake a survey they have previously taken

Description: When response tracking is required the End User must give their permission for their West Shore Evangelical Free Church login to be saved with their responses. If permission is not given the End User may be allowed to proceed anonymously with the survey or the End User may be blocked from continuing the survey.

Expected Output: A user will not be able to take the survey again, instead they 

will observe at present results.

2.5.1 End User Interface: Survey Viewing

Input:  Administrator posts surveys; user is able to see the surveys that have been posted
Description:  The user should be able to see all the surveys that a creator has posted

Expected Output:  User is able to see the surveys that have been posted

SRS Requirements Tested:   2.2.5.1 (End User Interface: Survey Viewing)
2.5.2 End User Interface: Response Submission
Input:  In a survey that a user has not already taken, a user provides responses to the questions contained in that survey.

Description:  A user is able to provide responses to all questions in a survey that they have not previously taken

Expected Output:  A user’s answers to a particular survey’s questions will be stored in the database

2.5.3 End User Interface: Results Interface Redirection

Input:  A user takes a survey and then views the results page, or a user clicks on a survey they have already taken and are redirected to the results page for that survey.
Description: After a user completes all the questions for a survey they are redirected to the results page.  If they try to take the survey again they are also redirected to the results page.
Expected Output:  A user is able to view the results page of a survey after they have taken it
SRS Requirements Tested:  2.2.5.3 (End User Interface: Results Interface Redirection)
2.6.1 Creator Interface: Survey Creation

Input:  A creator creates a new survey and chooses any number of questions and any type of question available for each.

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to create named surveys and populate those surveys with any number of questions and any type of questions that have been implemented in the system.

Expected Output:  A survey will be created with any number of questions and question types that the creator wants

2.6.2 Creator Interface: Required Question Specification

Input: A user takes a survey and must answer all questions in survey; they can try to not answer all questions but will not be allowed to submit the survey

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to make any of the questions that have been implemented by the system to be required questions that the End User must provide responses to in order to complete the survey.

Expected Output:  A user is only able to submit a survey if they answer all questions.  If they don’t a warning will be displayed telling them that they need to answer all the questions.

2.6.3 Creator Interface: Survey Editing

Input: Before a survey has been posted a creator can edit the survey.  If the survey has already been posted it must be un-posted and the responses delete so the creator can edit it

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to edit a survey and the questions it contains as long as the survey has never been posted or if there are no End User responses for the questions contained in the survey. If a survey has End User responses for the questions it contains the Creator must decide to leave the survey un-edited or delete the End User responses that have been collected.

Expected Output:  A survey that has not been posted or that has been un-posted and the results deleted will be edited

2.6.4 Creator Interface: Survey Posting


Input: A created survey will be posted

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to post a created survey to the End User Interface so End User responses can be collected.


Expected Output:  A posted survey can be viewed in the user interface

2.6.5 Creator Interface: Survey Un-Posted

Input: A posted survey will be un-posted

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to remove (un-post) a survey from the End User Interface so that it can no longer be viewed or accessed by any End User.

Expected Output: A survey that was previously available in the user interface is no longer available

2.6.6 Creator Interface: End User Response Deletion

Input: Reponses to a survey are deleted

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to delete all of the End User responses that have been collected.

Expected Output:  The survey will not have any responses associated with it and all users will be able to take the survey when it is posted even if they have previously taken it.

2.6.7 Creator Interface: Survey Deletion

Input: A survey creator will delete a survey

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to delete a survey including the questions the survey contains and all the responses that have been collected from the End Users.

Expected Output:  All questions and responses related to the deleted survey will be deleted

2.6.8 Creator Interface: Single Poll Question

Input: Create a poll

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to create a special survey that can contain only one question of any implemented question type.


Expected Output:  A poll survey will be created that contains only one question

2.6.9 Creator Interface:  Results Interface Forwarding


Input: A creator will view results for any survey that has been posted. 

Description: The Creator Interface shall allow a Creator to navigate to the Results Interface for any survey that has collected any number of End User responses.

Expected Output:  Creator will view results pages for a survey that has been posted and taken by any number of people at any time
SRS Requirement Tested: 2.2.6.10 (Creator Interface: Results Interface Forwarding)
2.7.1 Results Interface: Results Display Scope

Input: For a particular survey that a user or creator has chosen, the results can be viewed for all the questions in that survey.

Description: The Results Interface shall perform the question analysis defined for any question type implemented in the system, and display the results for the one survey for which the results have been requested


Expected Output:  The results of a selected survey will be analyzed and viewed

2.7.2 Results Interface: Results Generation

Input: A user or creator will view the results page of a survey

Description: The Results Interface shall perform question analysis and generate the at-present results for an individual survey each time the results of that survey is requested.

Expected Output:  The results displayed to the user or creator will be updated as of when they requested to view the results

SRS Requirement Tested: 2.2.7.2 (Results Interface: Results Generation)
2.7.3 Results Interface: Results Security

Input: If a user tries to view results for a survey that they have not taken, he/she 

will be unable to view these results.

Description: The Results Interface shall only be accessed through the Creator Interface and the End User Interface based on the rules defined in those interfaces.

Expected Output: A creator can view results if a survey has been posted and a 

user can view results if they have taken a survey.

2.7.4 Results Interface: Bar Graph Display

Input: The user or creator will view the results page of a survey

Description: The Results Interface shall display bar graphs along with the numbers generated by the Question Analysis.

Expected Output: Analyzed results will be displayed in the form of a bar graph

2.8.1 Single Poll Question: Size Limitation

Input: Survey creator will try to create a poll with more than question, regardless 

of question type.

Description: A Single Poll Question is a special survey. A Single Poll Question shall only have one question contained in it of any question type that is implemented in the system, with the exception of short answer.

Expected Output: The poll will only be able to contain one question, regardless of question type.


SRS Requirements Tested: 2.2.8.1(Single Poll Question: Size Limitation)

2.8.2 Single Poll Question: Posting Limitation

Input: Once a poll has already been posted a survey creator will post another poll 

Description: Only one Single Poll Question can be posted at any given time. If a Single Poll Question Survey is posted while an older Single Poll Question Survey is already posted the older Single Poll Question Survey will be un-posted and the newer one will be posted.

Expected Output: Only the latest poll will be visible on the main page of the West 

Shore Evangelical Free Church website.

2.8.3 Single Poll Question: End User Interface Limitation

Input: The user will attempt to find a poll question that has been posted in the list 

of available surveys in the User Interface

Description: Even when a Single Poll Question is posted by a Creator it shall not appear in the End User Interface.

Expected Output: The poll will be unable to viewed by the user unless it is the 

latest poll posted onto the main page of the West Shore Evangelical Free Church 

website.

2.8.4 Single Poll Question: Display

Input: User will attempt to view latest poll question that has posted on the main 

page of West Shore Evangelical Free Church website

Description: A Single Poll Question shall be displayed on the main page of the West Shore Evangelical Free Church website.

Expected Output: User will be able to view latest poll question that has been 

posted.
