3. What are some examples of how technology rates on a scale between the opposites indicated under Normative Principle #1 (Cultural Appropriateness)?  Consider also the focus of your Paper #3, compatibility of new software, and/or the Internet itself.
4. Choosing one of the Normative Principles #2-4, identify one example of a technology that rates relatively high, and one example of a technology that rates relatively low.  Consider the focus of your Paper #3, or other examples.  Explain.
5. Choosing one of the Normative Principles #5-7, identify one example of a technology that rates relatively high, and one example of a technology that rates relatively low.  Consider the focus of your Paper #3, or other examples.  Explain.

6. In pursuing all normative principles simultaneously, as Monsma’s group suggests, how should any possible tradeoffs be handled?   Provide examples.
