Environmental Issues Discussion Groups
Each group is responsible for leading discussion topics for the dates they are assigned.  The major issues within each topic should be ready for explanation and individual areas within the greater issue should be prepared for in great detail.  You become the experts and should be ready to field questions from students (and professor) in the class.  Please know the pros and cons of your issue.  It makes better conversation.  Three different citations are expected per group member (see syllabus).  Reports are done on an individual basis and should focus on the inidivdual’s specific area(s) of interest in the larger topic.  The group is expected to have discussed their areas with each other before the class days so that there is not much, if any, information redundancy.  It is allowable that one student may be resp[onsible for a more general topic overview for the group.
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
